INFANT SECURITY GUIDELINES

FOR PARENTS

Patient safety is the highest priority at Progress West HealthCare Center.

To assist us in providing the safest environment possible for your baby, we ask that you read and comply with the
following guidelines.

Please read aloud the bold, black numbers on your identification bracelet each time someone brings your baby. The staff will
verify that the baby has matching numbers before handing your baby to you.

Do not leave your baby unattended at any time. Roll the baby in the bassinet into the bathroom when using the restroom or
taking a shower.

Always transport your baby using the bassinet. No one should carry your baby out of the room in his/her arms.

Become familiar with the hospital care team who is taking care of you and your baby. A white coat, uniform, or scrub attire
are not adequate identification. The Birthing Center care team will each have a pink-colored badge. Do NOT give your
baby to anyone that does not have a pink badge.

Feel free to question anyone who comes into your room. Only hospital personnel and your visitors are permitted in your
room. Please immediately report anyone with whom you are not comfortable — simply press your Nurse Call button.

For your records, take at least one color photograph of your infant (full, front-face view). Compile a complete written
description of your infant; include hair and eye color, length, weight, date of birth, and specific physical attributes.

Consider the risk you may be taking when permitting your infant’s birth announcement to be published in the newspaper.

Consider the risk you may be taking when announcing the infant’s arrival with
balloons, wooden storks, and other yard signs.

Exercise diligence when you are home with the baby. Only allow persons into
your home who are well-known by someone in your household. Do not allow
anyone in your home that is a mere acquaintance, including someone you've met
since becoming pregnant or giving birth.

In the event that you require a home-health visit, someone from the home-health
agency will call to schedule an appointment. Do NOT let someone in your
home that does not have the proper agency identification and has not made
prior arrangements.
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
